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In May, we extended our efforts to help those in need across various regions. In Afghanistan,
we responded to devastating flash floods with rapid assessments, distributing hot meals,
food parcels, hygiene kits, and kitchen sets. In Gaza, we provided hot meals and food parcels
to displaced families, operated a weekly mobile clinic, and distributed over 100,000 litres

of drinking water. In Iraq, we completed the final workshop of our olive trees project. In
Morocco, we converted shipping containers into homes for families and provided free
medical screening and aid. In Pakistan, we rebuilt over 200 homes lost in the 2022 floods.
In Sudan, we distributed hygiene and dignity kits, and supported mothers with baby milk
and nappies. In Syria, we provided vocational training for 200 people, and are constructing
a school in Al Zohoor Town and 500 homes in Al Yasameen Town. In Yemen, we distributed
food parcels and vital medical supplies, and continue to construct a new bakery to provide
fresh bread to those in need. Our mission to support every human continues to drive our
efforts globally.

Following the devastating flash
floods in Afghanistan, our team
visited the Baghlan Province

to assess the situation on the
ground and contact those
affected. This is in preparation
to provide humanitarian relief
to the affected population,
supporting them in the wake

of this disaster.

Our team distributed 500 hot
meals in the village of Sheikh
Jalal to families that have
been affected by the floods.
The flooding destroyed homes,
livestock, and crops, leaving
many families struggling to
access kitchens or foodstuffs.

To ease the situation of those
mostaffected by the flooding, Human
Appeal distributed food packs to 100
families in the village of Tadumra
Bala, Parwan Province. Each food pack
1s intended to last a family for a month
and contains wheat flour, energy
biscuits, vegetable oil, and pulses,
helping the families stave off hunger.

The floods that struck Afghanistan
have left many families without
access to kitchens, utensils, or
cooking implements. Human Appeal
distributed 552 kitchen sets, ensuring
that the families would have all they
needed. Each set contains bowls, a tea
kettle, plates and cups, a knife, a ladle,
a frying pan, a fruit basket, a food
container and a mosquito net.

families across five shelter
schools, Salah Al Deen School,
Al Mamoonya School, New Gaza
School, Al-Alaliyah School, and
Adnan Al Alaim School, keeping
them hydrated and healthy.

We provided medical aid to 1,200
people in Morocco, offering free
medical screening and referrals
to the local hospital for those who
struggled to afford access

to healthcare.

SUDAN

We provided bottles of baby milk
and packs containing nappies to
mothers at the Arkaweet, Alshima
and Alnahda centres for displaced
families in Sudan. Additionally,

we distributed 70 dignity kits to
women and girls at the Arkaweet
centre, containing essential hygiene
materials such as toothpaste, soap,
toothbrushes, and sanitary pads,
among other necessary items

for hygiene.

Our team in Sudan received 5,000 hygiene kits in preparation to distribute them to
families who need them, helping them to preserve their dignity and hygiene. 2,000
hygiene kits were distributed in Omdurman, Khartoum, with the remaining 3,000
planned to be distributed throughout the month of June.




Human Appeal provided 200 people
in Al-Zohoor village with vocational
training, both men and women. 40
individuals were trained in mobile
phone maintenance, 40 in accessory
making, 60 in pastry making, and
another 60 in detergent production.

SHELTER

After finishing the construction of

a water well and water tank in Al
Yasameen village, we are in the process
of building 500 additional homes,
adding to the 1,000 homes already
completed in Al Yasameen.

Human Appeal is in the process of
constructing a new school in the
village of Al-Zohoor, where many
students struggle to access education.
The school will provide children with
the opportunity to learn and thrive.

HEALTH

In April, Human Appeal's Al Imaan
Hospital provided treatment to a total of
10,960 patients, including delivering 375
babies and performing 96 C-sections.

HEALTH

In Sanaa, we distributed vital medical
supplies to 2,700 patients suffering
from thalassemia and sickle cell
disease, addressing the critical
shortage of medication and supplies
in hospitals and healthcare centres.
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We distributed food parcels to 732 people
from vulnerable communities in the city
of Taiz and in the district of Alturbah.
Each food parcel contains essential and
nutritious food items crucially needed

during this humanitarian crisis. -
