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In June, as we distributed Qurbani sacrifices worldwide, we extended our efforts to help
people in various regions. In Afghanistan, we distributed kitchen sets to families who lost
their belongings. In Gaza, we provided hot meals, clean water, and medical services via
mobile clinics, as well as distributing Eid gifts and entertainment to children. In Pakistan,
we conducted a training course on honeybee farming, while in Sudan, we distributed
hygiene kits to families. In Syria, we distributed zakat vouchers to those affected by the
2023 earthquake and continued constructing homes in Al-Yasameen and the Al-Zohoor
school, welcoming a UN delegation visiting Al-Yasameen Village. We responded to a scabies
epidemic with medical care in the displacement camp, distributed bread to Syrian families,
organised a football match for displaced children, trained families on farming techniques,
and held an exhibition in Al-Zohoor to showcase products from vocational training.

AFGHANISTAN

To support families who lost
their homes and kitchen tools
in the floods, Human Appeal
distributed 600 kitchen sets
in the villages of Qoush Tipa
and Chagma Chogor. Each set
included a tea kettle, plates,
cups, a cooking knife, a frying
pan, a fruit basket, a food

container, and a mosquito net.

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We've been working in Gaza since 1991 and we remain on the ground with
the Palestinian people, delivering every single day during this emergency.
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Human Appeal continues to distribute
hot meals across North, Middle, and
South Gaza, aiming to reach our goal of
providing 1,000,000 hot meals. In June
alone, we distributed 49,596 hot meals,
delivering essential nutrition to families
in Gaza. To date, we have distributed a
total of 774,302 meals.

HEALTH

During the week of June 10", Human
Appeal’'s mobile clinic provided care to
474 people at Jara Al Qodwa school and
nearby displacement camps. General
practitioners examined patients and
provided medicine and treatment for a
week before relocating to another area.

Human Appeal provided 816,000
litres of clean water to families
in central and northern Gaza,
ensuring that 103,640 people
have access to clean drinking
water during the crisis.

Human Appeal distributed Eid gifts to
families living in three shelters, organized
entertainment shows, and provided each
family with 3-5 hot meals, all aimed at
offering psychological relief and support.

LIVELIHOOD

In collaboration with the National
Agricultural Research Council, Human
Appeal conducted a two-day training course
at the University of Poonch. This training
provided 25 participants with essential
beekeeping skills, supplies, and four

starter hives each, as part of our long-term
honeybee farming programme.

Human Appeal Syria activated an
emergency response to a scabies
epidemic that occurred in Sham Al
Hawa camp. The mobile clinic arrived
at the camp, distributing hygiene kits
to 32 families, examining 250 people
and providing treatment to 138 people,
as well as raising awareness of how

to identify and prevent further cases
